We understand that sometimes they might feel unwell, for example have a bit of a cold but an eye 
opening statistic is that a child who achieves 80% attendance actually misses the equivalent of one year of 
education over 5 years! 
 
Studies also reveal that only 80% attendance could result in 2 grades being dropped at GCSE (e.g. from an 
expected B to a D grade).

Free School Meals  

Every child in Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 (not Nursery) are automatically entitled to free school meals 
under the Universal Infant Free School Meal Grant, however this stops when children reach Year 3.  

If you qualify for Free School Meals we are also able to provide you with additional support not just 
providing your child with a lunch. 

Eligibility 

You may be able to get free school meals if you get any of the following: 

¶ Income Support 
¶ Income-based Jobseekers Allowance 
¶ Income-related Employment and Support Allowance  
¶ Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
